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Landslide Threat Forces TUCCO’s Cumming Plant

to Relocate

TUCCCOrelocatedits Cumming Plant in December
after officials at the Lafarge quarry where the facility
operated discovered that the ground beneath the facility
had begun sliding toward the quarry pit.

Ground movement has long been a problem in this
area. A thirty foot sink hole shut down what was Old
Atlanta Road ten years ago when the quarry was
owned by Blue Circle Aggregates

“The officials at the quarry alerted us that their
laser detection devices had detected some ground
movement on Satuiday, Dec. 3,” said Ricky Sullens
areamanager “They continued to monitor the site
and, as the day progressed,they detected more
movement. Basically the ground under the plant was
sliding dowly downward toward the quarry.”

Ricky immediately went out to the plant to inspect
the situation and saw no visual difference at first. But
the plant continued to slide. During one twenty-four
hour period, the facility moved approximately 5 inches.

Ricky then notified Buddy Pittard of the situation.
Buddy came out the following morning and met with

Ronald Reaganparkway northbound center lane.

Lafarge officials. Afterward, he immediately gave
orders to shut down, disassemble and move the
plant out of there.

“We stuck to our motto, ‘Employeesfirst’ therefore
the largest consideration was to make sure that no
Tucker Concrete employee would be in danger”
Buddy said.

To prevent the situation from impacting customers,
Tony Capeand Bill Henderson arranged for the
Ganesville and Dahlonega plants to temporarily fill

Challenges Posed by Cement Shortages Will Continue in 2006

Tucker Concrete Company will continue to
face challengesrelated to tight cement supplies
in 2006, according to the latest industry reports.

Experts believe that cement consumption
will total more than 130 metric tonsin 2006 —
a 3.7 percent increaseover the record setin
2005, when TUCCOwas forced to raise prices
on three sepamate occasionsto keep pace with
growing cement costs

Much of the increaseddemand in 2006 will
result from growing demand in nonresidential
and public construction. Industry analysts see
new industrial and office buildings, hospitals, and
water supply system projects on the horizon, as
well as new highway and government construc-
tion. The growth in these markets will more
than offset the 2.2 percent decline that experts

Fortunately, a new trade agreement with
Mexico may help to relax the tightness of the
market to a degree. In January U.S.and
Mexican officials announced an agreement-in-
principle to settle a 16-year dispute over the
tariff on Mexican cement imports. Under the
terms of the proposed agreement, which goes
into effect this spring, the United Stateswill
reduce duties on Mexican cement from $26 per
ton to $3 per ton. The ageement also allows
Mexico to increase the total amount of cement
it ships to the U.S. from 2 million metric tons to
3 million metric tons. If all goesaccording to
plan, the two nations will then phaseduties
and quotas altogether after three years.

No matter what the market does however,
TUCCOwWiIll continue to stick to our proven

orders for the customers supplied by the
Cumming facility. They also arranged to import
a portable plant from South Camwlina to get
production up and running until TUCCOand
Lafarge could select a new site and build a new
permanent facility.

“We had the old plant dismantled and moved
by Wednesday, Dec. 7,” Ricky said. “We then
poured footings for the portable plant the following
Saturday so we would be ready when the
portable plant arrived on Dec. 12. We shipped
the first concrete from the portable plant on
Saturday, Dec. 17, just two weeks after | got the
first call about the situation.”

By early the next week, the portable plant
had begun churning out enough concrete to
resume full service of the plant’s traditional
customers. TUCCOand Lafarge officials then
turned their full attention to selectinga new
site for a new permanent facility.

“We settled on a more gtable area at the back
side of the quarry, well away from the big hole,”
Ricky said. “Lafarge cleared the area during late
Jnuary and February. We finalized the site layout
on Jan.28, and we expect to have our new
Cumming plant set-upand in progressby late
March early April.”

“This situation clearly indicated the importance
that TUCCOplaceson keeping our employees
safe and providing reliable serviceto our cus-
tomers,” Buddy said.

“A big thank you goesout to Lafarge Greg
Beasle/ and his crew, Dale Henderson and Ricky
Sullinsfor everyone’s magnificent cooperation
and work. Cumming has been our best plant
since its inception. We couldn’t lose her. We look
forward to getting the new plant operational and
not only continuing but expanding our service
to our customers in the Cumming, Forsyth

managing the sheer volume of materials needed
for the job represented our greatest challenge”
Henderson said. “Having hundreds of loads of
material come in each day made logistics a
crucial consideration.” “Our outside haulers,
CousinsGroup and Lewis Trucking, really
worked hard to supply our material needs”

To mix all these materials and deliver the
concrete in the most efficient manner possible
TUCCOalso rented a portable concrete plant
from Mark Twain Ready Mix Company of
Hannibal, MO.

“If we had tried to mix the concrete and ship
it from our Covington plant, we would have
tied up 25 trucks eachday,” Henderson said.
“By setting up aportable plant at the construction
site, we only needed seven trucks assignedto
the project.”

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The project also occupied the vast majority
of Henderson’s time asit unfolded. It kept
Quality Control Technicians Felton Moon and
Thurman “J.J.” Clark busy as well.

“Felton did all of our in-house testing on the
material we supplied for the job and J.J.oversaw
daily operations,” Henderson sad. “Both of
them touched every yard that went into the
project in some form or fashion.”

Their efforts and those of the drivers
involved paid off. TUCCOemployeesreported
no accidentsor injuries on the entire job.
Equally impressive, the company lost only
three of the 4,500 loads that went into the job.

Henderson credited the entire TUCCOfamily
with making the project so successful.

“We appreciate the efforts of all of our employees
who had to take on additional responsibilities
and fill in for Felton, J.J.,and myself while we
were spending all of our time on this job,” he
said. “Without their help, we would never have
enjoyed the successthat we had.”
